
Established in 2010 by Mike and Barbara Paddack with the help of Texas

grape-growers Andy and Lauren Timmons, who also currently manage the

120 acres. The different grape varieties are planted on a special soil

combination that is calcareous, organic, sandyloam over limestone that is

just 2-3 feet deep in some blocks. The wines are aromatic and fresh in style.

WINEMAKING: Picked multiple times over 3 weeks and fermented in large oak tank. Aged for 17 months

in 15% new French oak barrels and 85% neutral barrels. Bottled with a splash of Roussanne for aromatics.

2024 VINTAGE: A mild winter transitioned into steady rainfall into late spring, ensuring proper bud

break and fruit set. A cooler summer enabled ripeness without risking metabolic stalling.
